     The mission team wishes to thank our church for 

supporting them in their recent trip to the UMCOR   

Sager Brown Depot in Baldwin, LA.  We feel it was a 

very successful trip and resulted in two shipments of 

Health kits, one on Tuesday and another on Thursday 

which were destined for the relief effort in Haiti.  The 

two shipments amounted to a total of 47,500 kits, some 

of which most likely were assembled by some of our 

volunteers on a previous trip.   

    For those who have not had the great adventure of 

being on one of this Church’s four trips to Sager Brown 

let me give a short overview. Several kinds of emergen-

cy relief kits are assembled at Sager Brown for world 

wide assistance.  There are—Health kits, School kits, 

Birthing kits, Flood Buckets, Layette kits, and Sewing 

kits; and some I may not remember.  There is a sewing 

room also where several volunteers work making the 

school bags for the School kits.  

     In addition, some of the volunteers work on assis-

tance teams within the community, an aiding schools,  

local home owners, Crisis Centers and within the Depot 

itself.
