In the midst of making honeymoon plans, they are forced to make an unplanned trip
to Bethlehem to participate in the census.

They plan to stay the night in a nice cozy room, but end up sleeping with the cattle.

Their “Christmas” is filled with chaos and confusion. And in the midst of all the chaos
and confusion is born the one who is called the “Prince of Peace.”

Sometimes it is hard to recall that Christmas is about the Prince of Peace. Yet, in the
midst of the chaos and confusion “A child is born to us, a Son is given to us,...He will be
named Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Eternal Father, Prince of Peace.” Isaiah 9:6
