Some days at the office do not go as planned. Sometimes the things I try to do just do not come to
fruition. I arrive at the office, excited about the possibilities for the day, greet the great staff, and
then go to my very nice office that the church provides for the pastor. And that is when it happens.
The door is locked. I get my key to unlock the door. It does not work. The door will not unlock. I look
at the key. It is a fine key as far as keys go, but it will not do what I want it do. It is not the key's
fault - I am trying to open the office door with key to the front door of my house. (FYI - the remote
key that unlocks my car does not work on the office door either). Simply put, the house key does not
fit the office door, because it is not designed to fit the office door.

Sometimes, we try o make things work in a context that they just can't work. For example, many of
the things that we did in the historic downtown church and/or the south campus don't fit in our magnif-
icent new facility. They are fine ideas and even "traditions” are far as ideas go, but they were de-

signed to work in their specific context.

Another example is fo remember that just because things work in the outside world, they may not
work in the church. Not every business practice, marketing scheme or leadership principle fitswith the
mission of the church. (Ouch!)

Another and more important example is the way the Church has responded to the problem of suffer-
ing in the world. In the sanctuary we say, "I believe in God, the Father almighty, Maker of heaven and
earth.” When we say this we affirm three things: (1) God is loving and just; (2) God is powerful; (3)
the world that God created and rules is good. Yet outside the sanctuary we face disease, illness, un-
timely death, starving children, homelessness, bloody wars and genocide. People ask, "Why?" Our old
platitudes of "It must be God's will" or "There must be some reason that we just can't see” do not work

anymore. I wonder if these platitudes ever worked.

Beginning on January 8, 2012, David and I will be preaching a series "Why? Making Sense of God's
Will." In this series our goal is to offer you help as you seek to answer for yourself why bad things
happen. We will also deal with the difficult issue of unanswered prayer. The series will conclude on
January 29™ with an uplifting sermon on "Why God's Love Prevails!"

See you at the place of making sense of God's will.
