In December 1985 | had the privilege of touring Israel with a diverse group of clergy. The Catholic priest won the
award for the best sense of humor. An American Baptist pastor won the award for the most humble and an independent-
fundamentalist pastor was given the award for knowing more than our tour guide. Only the first two awards were actually
given, the third award was given in our minds.

Among the places we toured were Nazareth, Galilee, Capernaum and Jerusalem. As we walked around these towns,
seeing the sights and the places where Jesus lived, taught, healed, prayed and made His journey to the cross, someone
commented, “We must have crossed the path of Jesus.” It was inspiring to think that perhaps we have crossed the path of
Jesus somewhere along the way.

John, in his first letter states, “Whoever says, ‘I abide in him,” ought to walk just as he walked.” (1 John 2:6 NRSV)

This Lenten season we are focusing on “Walking Where Jesus Walked.” Crossing the path of Jesus somewhere along
the way is not the same as walking in His steps or walking as Jesus walked.

Jesus walked down to the Jordan and with a spirit of humility took His place in line with the others to be baptized. As
Jesus walked through Samaria He went outside of His comfort zone asking a woman for a cup of water and engaging her in a
thought provoking conversation. Jesus walked over to a woman who was condemned to death and not only confronted her
accusers with their perceived piety, but also challenged the woman to walk away into a new way of living.

Jesus walked on the water trampling on evil and called to a disciple to do the same. Jesus walked to a cemetery path
to visit the grave of his good friend Lazarus and He wept. Jesus ends the episode not with tears, but with calling Lazarus to
arise to a resurrected life. Then in preparation for the events of holy week and Easter, Jesus walked up to Jerusalem gazing
upon the shrines to pagan gods that littered the hillsides and proclaimed, “I look up to the mountains—does my help come
from there? No! My help comes from the Lord who made heaven and earth.” (See Psalm 121: 1-2)

On my tour of Israel | may have crossed the path of Jesus, but it does not mean | walk where Jesus walked. | think of
my Lenten sacrifices such as giving up listening to Elton John music for forty-days. This might be difficult, but it is not walking
where Jesus walked.

Jesus walked steps of humility, compassion, getting out of His comfort zone, challenging the pious attitude of others,
forgiveness, trampling on evil, new life, risky outreach and obedient self-sacrifice. This Lenten season, | am going to make a
deliberate effort not just to give up something, but to walk where Jesus walked. | invite you to join me on this journey.
