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     A sower went out to sow.  He carefully and cautiously poured the seed from the barrel into his E -Z 

spreader.  As he started out the barn door he suddenly came to a halt.  It wasnõt that he was frightened 

by anything in particular.  He just stood gazing at the field he was about to sow. He noticed the large path 

that ran alongside the field and the birds that were gliding overhead, as if they were in a holding pattern 

waiting to come in for a landing.  The sower thought to himself, òIf any of these seeds fall on the path the 

birds will immediately swoop down and gobble up my seeds. This would be a tremendous waste.ó He then 

said aloud to himself, òI did not buy this seed with my hard-earned money to have it become bird food.ó   

The sower proceeded out the door, gingerly crossed the path and was careful not to spill one single seed.  

He was finally ready to sow the field, but noticed some of the ground was rockier than he remembered.  

He thought to himself, òI canõt plant here. The seeds will sprout, but will have no depth and the hot Texas 

sun will surely scorch the plants because they will not have any roots.ó  He traveled further into the field 

only to be dismayed by dandelions and various thorny and broadleaf weeds. He cursed the ground and 

in frustration yelled, òI am not wasting any seed among these weeds ð they will choke out the plants and I 

will only gain a minimal harvest.ó 

Instead of going further into the field he proceeded back to the barn.  He dumped all the seed back into 

the barrel, nailed the lid shut, smiled and said to himself, òThere! Now not a single seed will be wasted.ó   

When harvest time came, the man went out to the barn to retrieve his sickle to begin reaping his harvest.
